Subject: Procedures when teachers are teaching virtual lessons

Dear Parents.

| trust that our students in the A and B groups are enjoying the face to face teaching and
learning at the school and that the students who are at home for full distance learning are
engaging in the virtual sessions.

To ensure that all the virtual lessons are taking place in an orderly manner, parents and

students are expected to adhere to the following:

Parents are requested to not interject or join the sessions by asking questions
instead of their children during the virtual classes and while the teachers are
teaching. (Parents are welcome to silently view the lessons and to contact the
teachers afterwards for any explanation, guidance, or support).

The virtual lessons are created to teach students and to support them during the
allocated class time as if they were in the face to face class.

This is the school’s policy that all students’ cameras should be on during the full
lesson so that students will be visible, their attendance can be taken and that they
are able to fully engage in all lessons.

Girls in our Middle and Secondary Sections (Grade 5-10) are only taught by female
teachers and therefore must open their cameras for full engagement during lessons
and for attendance record purposes.

Students” attendance is compulsory for all lessons as per the grades’ timetables.
Teachers will communicate with parents when their children have not opened their
cameras during the live lessons and when there are discipline issues.

Teachers will ask students to mute their microphones to fully listen to the teachers
teaching the subject concepts and will ask students to open their microphones to
answer or ask questions.

Students are requested to be respectful, to chat appropriately and to follow the
teachers’ instructions, to study well, and to fully engage in all lessons.

Any violation of the above mentioned, will be addressed by the Deputy Principals, and will
be referred to the Principal Director for further action if not immediately addressed by the
parents.

| trust that our parents will support us with the above mentioned to ensure that our
students will behave appropriately during the virtual lessons so that they will improve their
curriculum knowledge and enhance their skills.
